Minor-type, Discourse, Conjunction and Function Maps
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Creating a full cross product of all features would be combinatorically prohibitive, so we sample features that are less vital from other feature sets. This means that unspecified values are randomly assigned an acceptable value from the feature set.
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Causative Feature Set
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These are features that may be outside of the theme of the map but need to be specified rather than sampled. This space can be used to fix particular feature values or indicate values that should be fully combined with the feature set





This is a set of partially specified feature structures.  


This set can be used as shorthand to fill in other feature maps to produce a fully specified feature structure.





“Partial Cross Product”: in this case only value #3 of feature #2 will be multiplied with the vales of feature #4





“Cross Product”: this indicates that all values of one feature box will be multiplied out with the features of all neighbors with this symbol 
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
