The project seeks to involve 
many organizations and 
sub-disciplines in order to 
encourage cross-flow and 
broad participation. In par-
ticular, it is anticipated that 
no more than two CIFellows 
will be awarded to graduates 
of the same institution and 
that no host organization 
will host more than two 
CIFellows. It is expected 
that the project will involve 
approximately 50 different 
organizations.

Applicants must complete all require-
ments for the PhD at a U.S. institution 
between May 1, 2008 and August 31, 
2009. Awards will be announced no 
later than July 17, 2009, for CIFellow 
positions to start no later than Novem-
ber 1, 2009. Each applicant must iden-
tify between one and three host men-
tors at  U.S. organizations different than 
the PhD-granting institution.  CIFellows 
may engage in research, higher educa-
tion, and/or other activities, such as 
public policy work, that contribute to 
the advancement and vitality of com-
puter science and allied disciplines.
