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What is a Random Distance Run? 
It’s the spring alternative to the Pretty Good 
Race!  But rather than another 5k, it’s a chance 
to race on the Track.   
 
How long will the race be? 
Nobody knows! All we can say is that it will be 
somewhere between 1/2 mile and 3 miles 
(between 2 and 12 laps of the track). The exact 
number of laps will be specified by the sum of 
two ENORMOUS FUZZY DICE rolls – one 
occurring just before the start of the race, and 
one just before the first runner finishes the 
number of laps specified by the first dice roll.

The race will take place on the CMU TRACK, 
which is located directly next to the University 
Center.  The race will begin promptly at 4:45 
PM ON FRIDAY, MAY 4, 2007.

There will be a post race party starting 
immediately after the race, details of the 
location will be announced on race day.

Every runner will receive a newly designed 
Random Distance Run T-SHIRT. Additional 
prizes will be awarded to: 
• the “random finisher” – the person who 
finishes in the place specified by the 2 rolls 

• the top male and female finishers 
• the top student-advisor pair 
• each person who correctly predicts the two 
dice rolls. 

 
Is there any history to the race? 
The Random Distance Run has been held at 
CMU since 2003, and even before that the 
Random Structures and Algorithms conference 
has held a “Run for a Random Distance” at its 
gatherings, with Paul Erdös rolling the dice at 
the original race.
