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The Quecreek investigation committee concludes with tour of site.  Public meeting occurs tomorrow at Johnstown regarding the Quecreek incident, mine safety, and unreliable maps.  The good news is that the investigation and public inquiries are concluding.  This is mixed news for robotic mapping, since attentions at the mine focus on sealing off Saxman by barricading the breach.  After separating the mines, the priority of Black Wolf at Quecreek is mining coal.  

We are at risk for losing the opportunity of the open breach.  CMU broadcasts email letter to recipients of CMU proposal from 23 September.   We nudge regulators and Black Wolf to reconsider robotic mapping of Saxman/Quecreek on Sunday, 13 September in ten days. 

The MRD course meeting debriefs MSHA’s certification visit to CMU, CMU’s conversations in Harrisburg, draft business plan and visual project media.  We prioritize Top Ten actions for robotic mine mapping.

Steering cylinder is installed on Groundhog. Team is generating punch list to complete robot.  Mine-certified batteries are being investigated.  Joy Mining is considered as partner for completing robot details.  Team challenged to substantially complete robot Saturday.
