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Paper Airplanes

Instructions:
1. Using the paper provided and any additional materials, design and build a paper airplane that demonstrates lift.  Put some thought into how to best build your wings so that pressures are greatest and smallest where you want them.

2. Test your plane in the wind tunnel to see if your design works.  If it works you will notice the plane start to rise, not like a kite, but like a real airplane.

3. If your design fails, work on it some more and try to fix it.  Test it again once you’ve finished.

4. Take your plane home and throw it at a pillow.  If the pillow dodges the plane then you must have a little rodent living in your bed.  If not, consider yourself lucky.
