Obvious symptoms:
Multiple bleeding stab injuries to arm (or leg) and abdomen
Use general interviewing guidelines.

More specific things to ask for/do:

Diagnostic questions/procedures:

· Light-headedness/dizziness?

· Pain?

· Discomfort?

· Examination of wounds to arm (or leg) and abdomen

· Examination of head

Diagnosis:

· Multiple superficial stab wounds

Treatment:

· Patient should apply pressure to his/her arm (or leg) wound

· Wound cleaning and stitching w. lidocaine use to dull pain

· Pain medication

· Follow-up visit in 1 week

You:

Event/situation:

While returning home from work, you were approached by a group of men demanding money. When you refused, you were stabbed several times, in your arm/leg and abdomen. You also were punched in the head by two of the men.
