Proposed  period performance is from January 1, 1999 to December   31, 2002.

Fiscal Year:

CMU’s Fiscal year  starts on July 1st and end on June 30th.

Salaries:

===========

All salaries are based on 1999-2000 actual salaries.  Faculty and staff  salaries  increase is estimated at 5% at July 1 of each year.  Salaries for research faculty and staff are based on a 12 month calendar year; salaries for teaching faculty and graduate students are based on a nine month academic year salary and a three month summer salary.

Fringe Benefits:

=================

The  Carnegie Mellon University's  (CMU)  fiscal  year  is July 1 through June 30.   Fringe benefits for all full-time personnel salaries are calculated at 23.25%, 23.60%, 23.85% and 24.15%,  for CMU fiscal years one, two,  three and four. 

Equipment:

===========

In year one,  we propose to purchase two SUN ULTRA Sparc workstations  (or  comparable equipment ), 256MB memory, CD ROM and  disk    for  ~$20,000/each  with CMU educational discount .

These  high powered  machine will act as  shared server among all the  project researchers at CMU.  

In addition, three   Pentium III  550MHz workstations  (or comparable high end PC's) with 512MB memory and 19' monitor will  be  required for  the graduate students' use.    

Travel:

========

Funding is requested  for four  domestic  trips/year  which include visits to the sponsor site for workshops,  research progress briefings and conferences related to the are of research to present papers.  Average  4-day trip is estimated to cost as follows:  Airfare $550, accommodations, registration fee, meals and other expenses, for a total cost per trip at $950. 

Foreign travel funding is each year three  researchers  to  attend international conferences such as  ACL, COLING,   MT Summit, Theoretical and Methodological Issues (TMI),  AMTA,  and Machine Learning  to  present papers  and keep abreast of the research  developments in the field and/or to visit collaborating

Research organization in Europe. Average  5-day trip is estimated to cost  as follows:  Airfare $1400, accommodations, registration fee, meals and  other expenses, for a total of  $2650.

Supplies, Publications, Telephone , Postage and Computing Costs:

The budget line items for   materials and supplies computed at 0.4%, Publishing costs at 0.3%, Postage  costs at 0.2%,  copying costs at 0.7%, telephone costs at 1.4% of the total personnel cost.  These percentages are  estimated based on  the 1997-98 costs for the above at the Language Technologies Institute of CMU. Computing costs are estimated at 6.62% of  total personnel costs based on historic cost data for the  School of Computer Science  computing facilities  costs. 

Indirect Cost:

CMU's  current negotiated indirect cost rate is 56.00%.  This  indirect cost is included in the budget for  all three years.   Modified Total Direct Cost(MTDC) is  base for  indirect  cost calculation.  MTDC includes  personnel, fringe,  other directs cost such as materials,  computing costs, travel.   Equipment  and   half of the graduate student costs are  excluded from the MTDC  base.
