Location:

Army aid station

Patient:

45-year-old male/female

Obvious symptoms:
Bleeding head injury, bruises, swollen ankle
Use general interviewing guidelines.

More specific things to ask for/do:

Diagnostic questions/procedures:

· Check blood pressure

· Listen to lungs while patient inhales/exhales deeply

· X-ray of chest and ankle

· Moving toes possible?

· Sense of touch in foot?

Diagnosis:

· 3” laceration to head

· 2 broken ribs

· Collapsed lung

· Sprained ankle

· Bumps, bruises

Treatment:

· Lung incision and tube

· Oxygen

· Pain medication

· Cleaning and stitching of head laceration

· Splint for sprained ankle

· Crutches necessary for several days

· Wound dressings will be changed daily

· Stay in hospital for now

MedScenario10a - Patient

You:

You are a 45-year-old male/female.

Event/situation:

You were a passenger in a vehicle that rolled over in an accident.

Symptoms:

Your head is bleeding and hurts.

You also have pain in your thorax and trouble breathing; your chest feels tight and you cannot take a deep breath.

Your ankle hurts when you move it. You can feel your foot. You are wondering if your foot or ankle is broken and if you will be able to walk. You don’t know what a splint is. 

You also have pain in various other parts of your body.

You want pain medication.

What to do:

Please answer the doctor’s questions and try to do what he/she asks you to do.

You can also asks questions yourself, about how bad your injury is, if you will get better, how long it will take you to get better, what needs to be done, and anything else you want/need to know. You can also say anything else you think is important for the doctor to know.
