· Check blood pressure

· Check pupils

· Take blood sample

· Take spinal tap

Diagnosis:

· Blood tests inconcusive

· Spinal tap confirms meningitis

Treatment:

· Antibiotics

· Stay in hospital for serval weeks

You:

Event/situation:
