Obvious symptoms:

More specific things to ask for/do:

Diagnostic questions/procedures:

· Difficulty breathing?

· Check blood pressure

· Check pulse

· Check pupils

· Listen to lungs while inhaling/exhaling deeply

Diagnosis:

· Smoke inhalation lung injury

Treatment:

· Oxygen (mask) to make breathing easier

· Stay for observation

· Treat minor cuts and bruises

· Relax

You:

You are a 31-year-old male/female factory worker.

Event/situation:

You were working in an International Aid building. There was an explosion followed by fire. You were trapped inside the building for several minutes. You inhaled a lot of smoke. You were taken to an Army medical center by a coworker.

Symptoms:

You are having trouble breathing. It hurts especially when you breathe deeply.

You have to cough a lot.

What to do:

Please answer the doctor’s questions and try to do what he/she asks you to do.

You can also asks questions yourself, about how bad your injury is, if you will get better, how long it will take you to get better, what needs to be done, and anything else you want/need to know. You can also say anything else you think is important for the doctor to know.
