MedScenario7a - Doctor

Location:

Shipboard medical facility

Patient:

16-year-old boy/girl

Obvious symptoms:
Left upper arm severely shattered

Use general interviewing guidelines.

More specific things to ask for/do:

Diagnostic questions/procedures:

· Any difficulty breathing?

· Any loss of consciousness?

· Need for an IV line

· Head and neck need to be checked

· Sense of touch needs to be checked: touch with needle, patient should say yes/no for feeling/not feeling it

· Wrist mobility?

· Touching index finger to thumb possible?

Diagnosis:

· Severe blast shoulder/arm injury with radial nerve involvement caused by explosion at ammunitions dump

Treatment:

· Reconstructive surgery in an American hospital; transport by helicopter/aircraft

MedScenario7a - Patient

You:

You are a 16-year-old boy/girl.

Event/situation:

You were walking on a path next to an ammunitions dump when an explosion happened and you were injured. You were first treated in the field and then transported to a ship to see a doctor.

Symptoms:

Your left upper arm is badly injured. Your whole arm feels numb, and your hand and fingers as well. You cannot move your hand or bend any of the joints of  your arm or hand (elbow, wrist, fingers).

What to do:

Please answer the doctor’s questions and try to do what he/she asks you to do.

You can also asks questions yourself, about how bad your injury is, if you will get better, how long it will take you to get better, what needs to be done, and anything else you want/need to know. You can also say anything else you think is important for the doctor to know.
