MedScenario8a - Doctor

Location:

Medical facility

Patient:

Soldier

Accompanied by:
His/her sister/brother

Obvious symptoms:
Multiple bleeding injuries, including one to abdomen
Use general interviewing guidelines.

The patient is unconscious at first, conscious later. You talk to the sister first, then to the patient.

More specific things to ask for/do:

Diagnostic questions - sister:

· Duration of unconsciousness?

· Possible head injury?

· Known medication allergies?

Diagnostic questions/procedures – patient:

· Flatulence/passing gas?

Diagnosis:

· Multiple life-threatening internal injuries from bomb shrapnel with heavy blood loss

Treatment:

· Blood transfusions

· Surgery to remove shrapnel

· Change wound dressings 2x/day to avoid excess water and wound infection

· Food: Start with liquids and soup after some time, solid food later if liquids are tolerated

· Duration of hospital stay: probably 9-10 days

MedScenario8a - Patient

Sister/brother (at first; with patient unconscious):

You:

You are the sister/brother of a soldier.

Event/situation:

You are accompanying your brother, a soldier who got injured by shrapnel from a US bomb, to a US medical facility.

Symptoms:

Your brother has multiple heavily bleeding wounds, including to his abdomen.

He has been unconscious for about an hour at the time you arrive at the medical facility.

Patient (later, after regaining consciousness):

You:

You are a soldier.

Event/situation:

You wake up at a medical facility. Your sister and a doctor are there. Your sister has already talked to the doctor. You know you were hit by a bomb.

Symptoms:

You are very thirsty and very hungry.

You want to know what will happen to you and how long you will have to stay in the hospital.

What to do:

Please answer the doctor’s questions and try to do what he/she asks you to do.

You can also asks questions yourself, about how bad your injury is, if you will get better, how long it will take you to get better, what needs to be done, and anything else you want/need to know. You can also say anything else you think is important for the doctor to know.
