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This report presents the status of the NESPOLE! data collection as of end of January, 2001. We describe the task, the technical architecture, the recording procedure and the transcription process of the NESPOLE! data collection. Additionally, file naming and transcription conventions are listed. We provide some statistics concerning the data and, finally, we address problems that arose during the collection and annotation process. The appendix contains the descriptions of the scenarios and examples of transcribed dialogues for each recording language.

Task

Each partner (CLIPS, CMU, IRST and UKA) provides a Windows PC running Microsoft Netmeeting 3.0.1 and a human caller (=client). The caller/client first reads the scenario description, and then contacts APT’s IP address and establishes an H323 connection.

The APT agent and the client communicate in the client’s native language. The agent records the client’s audio signal via H323 connection and the agent’s signal via microphone. The client’s site recordes vice versa (agent via H323, client via microphone). An audio card and “TotalRecorder,” a recording program capable of intercepting the audio directed to the soundcard, is used. During the conversation, the caller pretends to be the tourist described in the scenario, and asks for the information specified in the scenario (see Appendix A for information concerning the various scenarios). Each conversation was expected to last from 5 to 15 minutes, depending on the caller and scenario. The goal is to collect 50 dialogs for each language, 10 for each chosen scenario. Partners are free to choose the number of different speakers participating in the data collection. 

1. Technical Architecture

After some experimental recordings in the summer of 2000, a final technical set-up was agreed upon. Table 1 contains details about the hardware and software that were used for the actual recordings.

Every recording site was equipped with a PC running Windows NT or Windows 98. The search for appropriate recording software resulted in the decision to use an inexpensive software called Total Recorder (ca. $18). It was the only application capable of intercepting the audio direct to the sound card, which could be found. Both recording sites set up Total Recorder in the same manner by selecting "software", "generated output", "requested input" and a sampling frequency of 22kHz, 16 bits at the menu. This setup creates a stereo file containing the client’s and agent’s audio tracks. 

For the net connection, Netmeeting3.01 was chosen. 

Besides this: 

- For the recording of the local (client) part of the dialogues, UKA used a DAT-recorder. The agent was recorded via Total Recorder. A stereo file was then created with these two mono files. 

- CMU used an additional microphone amplifier. 

- The sampling frequencies of the recorded data varied (8 kHz-44 kHz). The speech coder selected (through Netmeeting’s menu) was Microsoft G723.1 coder, 8khz, 6400 Bits/s. Future scenarios will be recorded at 22 kHz, 16Bit to improve on consistency and quality.
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Figure 1: recording scenario: Example: at APT (agent’s site, Italy) the English client is recorded via H323 Internet connection, and the Italian agent via microphone within the stereo audio file e001at.wav (“t” for Trento). CMU (client’s site, USA) records the agent via H323 Internet connection and the English client via microphone within stereo audio file e001ap.wav (“p” for Pittsburgh)

At the beginning of the data collection every site (UKA - Germany, IRST - Italy, CLIPS – France, CMU – USA, APT Trentino as Italian agent) was supposed to record the partner side’s channel; e.g. CMU would record the agent’s contribution via H323 from Trento, Trento would record the client’s contribution from CMU. 

It turned out to be necessary having additional recordings of better quality from each site itself. Therefore, each recording site recorded the partner via H323 protocol and the own location via microphone. Thus, for example, CMU records the Italian agent via the H323 connection and the English client via a headset. APT would record the same dialogue with the client on an H323 connection, and the agent via a headset. The results are two parallel recordings of the same dialogue; the Italian recording contains a H323 quality signal file for the client and a microphone quality signal file of the agent and vice versa in case of the English recording (see figure1). 
2. Support material and file naming

2.1. Scenarios

Five scenarios were developed:

Scenario 1 (a): Winter accommodation in Val-di-Fiemme

Scenario 2 (b): All included tourist package

Scenario 3 (c): Summer vacation in a park

Scenario 4 (d): Castle and lake tours

Scenario 5 (e): Looking for folklore and brochures

Appendix A contains a sample of the instructions for callers/clients, and descriptions for each scenario that were developed and used for the English data collection at CMU.  For every vacation package, tourist information regarding the location and available activities are also made available as web pages (see also http://nespole.itc.it/internal/frames/f_technical_index.htm ).

2.2. File naming

As it is clearly desirable to have a well-organized, consistent database, and since the various file naming conventions adopted at the different sites did not sufficiently satisfy this goal, a uniform file naming  system was proposed and adopted at the Nespole! meeting held in December 2000 at CMU. All newly recorded data will follow these conventions, whereas files for data already available will be renamed as soon as possible. 

Table2 contains an overview of the file naming convention agreed upon by the partners. 

Each file name contains: an identifier for the language of the dialogue; a progressive figure, starting from 001, counting files for each language; an identifier for the scenario; an identifier for the location were the audio file was produced. In case of mono audio files containing either client or agent, 1 is used for the agent, 2 for the client. In case of a stereo file containing both client and agent, no further specification was added. Finally, file names end with an extension specifying the type of file in question.

This way, transcription files, and files containing additional information regarding specific recordings, such as recording protocols or speaker information, follow the same naming rules but have appropriate extensions indicating their content.

Examples:

e003ap.WAV :

e: The dialogue language is English.

003: It is the third dialogue recorded in English.

a: scenario 1: Winter vacation in Val di Fiemme. 

p: recorded in Pittsburgh

WAV: Stereo file (no single channels coded) including agent and client in Windows wav format.

It is important to retain the information of where the audio was recorded within the name of the transcription file. We have two parallel recordings from the same dialogue, one recorded in location A and one recorded in location B. These parallel recordings, however, vary in their quality. In each location either the client or the agent was recorded via a headset, while the partner was recorded via an H323 connection.  An H323 recording is of lower quality than a headset recording, because speech is coded and some data packets can be lost during transmission. The transcription, therefore, of an H323 audio signal may contain segments not understood by a transcriber due to technical interruptions and disturbances. Knowing the recording location allows the user to decipher which signal quality was the basis for the transcription.
3. Recording Procedure

Subjects playing the role of clients were colleagues from our labs and/or people recruited through posted advertisements. They were required to be fluent speakers of the language concerned. 

Before the recording session, client subjects were given the description of at least two of the NESPOLE! scenarios and were asked to prepare for the experiment. Since they were going to act as clients, they received some prior information about the “script” they had to follow during the session. This included some information about the vocabulary that should be used (it was expected to be domain-dependent), topics to speak about, behavior (they had to act as a pre-informed tourist), etc. Additionally, each client was given access to a collection of web pages that contained detailed background information about the scenario.  Appendix A contains a sample of this background information that was used at CMU via a web page.

Each subject was also asked to go through an electronic form, allowing her/him to learn more about her/his role, ‘define’ her/his family (marital status, how many children, of which age, etc.), destination of travel special preferences, etc. This was to be taken by each subject to the session along with information about the part of Trentino (Italy) she/he was supposed to visit (see the example for an electrical form in appendix A ).

At the recording session, each participant was asked to sign a consent form, and provide information about factors possibly affecting her/his spoken language, e.g. parents’ origin, education, etc., and/or affecting his/her voice, e.g. recent diseases or smoking habits. 

Each participant sat in front of the computer, wearing a headset.

The operator pressed the record button on “Total Recorder”, and when the client felt ready, she/he pressed the call button on the Netmeeting window. To ensure synchronicity, “TotalRecorder” started to record only when receiving the pickup signal from Italy. 

After 10 min, the participant was urged to finish the call. 

4. Transcription

The consortium did not establish a common set of transcription conventions. The differences affect, in particular, the labeling of additional phenomena, such as breathing or filled pauses and the turn segmentation.

Three different types of transcription are, of course, not useful in the way of consistency and cross language experimentation. The plan is to develop conversion tools to unify all transcriptions in VERBMOBIL format (see table5),  andaccordingly re-name all the files.

4.1. French Transcriptions

The French partner delivered two kinds of transcriptions:

1, A basic text transcription at the orthographical level without punctuation or additional labeling. Numbers are in digits.

2, A more detailed transcription of dialogue acts and spontaneous events using the labels listed in table 4

The turns correspond to speaker contributions and start with “A:” for agent and “C:” for client.

No marker files or time stamps were segmented for the French transcriptions.

4.2. Italian Transcriptions


The transcriptions of the Italian dialogues are originally in XML format; they can be automatically translated into a readable text form.

The Italian site used http://www.ldc.upenn.edu/mirror/Transcriber/ as transcription tool. Table 3 shows the label conventions used for the Italian transcriptions.

A turn was identified by the presence of a pause longer than 1/2 sec, or by the intervening speech of the other party. Turn boundaries act also as time stamps in seconds; the XML transcriptions contain the time stamp information. The transcription of the agent’s and the client’s audio signals are mixed according to the time stamps. Each line is a turn; the agent’s contributions starts with “A:” while the client’s starts with “C:.”.

4.3. German and English Transcriptions

The German and English Transcriptions follow a subset of the conventions established for the European project VERBMOBIL (see table 5). CMU and UKA made the decision to follow VERBMOBIL conventions because software applications, processing tools and transcribers trained in these conventions previously existed at these two sites. Additionally, this convention system covers all needs of grammar and speech recognition development and is easy to convert into other formats1.

Rules for orthographically special cases such as assimilations or reductions also follow the VERBMOBIL Conventions (see also http://www.is.cs.cmu.edu/trl_conventions/).

The TransEdit application was used for transcription. The tool provides for click able labels, and automatic support for turn numbering and format management. TransEdit’s audio application allows several signal file tracks to be displayed, so that a complete dialogue can be processed in one step. Turn segmentation is realized by moving the selected sections into the segmentation row. The result is a so called marker file, containing ‘begin’ and ‘end’ time stamps at sample points and automatically created identifiers for turns according to their transcriptions. Experience shows that it is often practical to have turn identifiers containing the file name, turn number and channel number together with the transcription of the turn. 
5. Results/Status

5.1. Recorded Dialogues

191 Dialogues have been recorded. Figure 2 shows the distribution of recordings of the five scenarios for all four recording sites.
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Figure 2: Scenario distribution. a: winter vacation in Val di Fiemme, b: all inclusive package, c: summer in the park, d: castles and lakes, e: folklore and brochures

Most of the recordings concern scenario d (49), a (43) and c (40). There are 62 German dialogues recorded, 61 Italian, 37 English and 31 French. 

5.2. Transcribed Dialogues
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Figure 3: transcription status; no-trl = not transcribed, dia_trl=complete dialogue transcribed, IF=Interchange Format annotation, one-spr_trl=transcription of one dialogue partner

Grammar writers needed the client’s half of the dialogues in order to begin their work. Therefore, this part of the transcription task was given higher priority (in case of Italian, the agent’s side was required). Figure 3 shows the present situation concerning transcribed dialogues. In more details:

· 33 English dialogues out of the recorded 37 are fully transcribed. Four of them are also available with Interchange Format (IF) annotations. 

· 23 French dialogues are fully transcribed. 

· 15 German dialogues are fully transcribed. 31 additional dialogues have the client’s side transcribed; 9 of these have IF tags. 

· 54 Italian dialogues are completely transcribed. One additional dialogue has the client’s side transcribed. 6 dialogues have transcriptions for the agent’s contributions. For three dialogues, IF-annotations are available.

5.3. Speakers

Figure 4 shows the speakers’ distribution for each recording site. The total number of speakers is 88: 22 females and 66 males (there were no special restriction as to participation frequency for subjects).

5.4. Verbosity Rates

The participants of the experiment were asked to produce rather verbose contributions. Figure 5 shows how they fulfilled this task. 

The French participants produced the longest dialogues, with an average of 106.83 turns per dialogue; the English-speaking subjects follow with 94.55 turns per dialogue, then the Italian ones with 74.20 turns. German dialogues were the shortest, with an average of 62.67 turns. 

For the German transcriptions, the vocabulary list contains 2113 different tokens at a total word count of 19968 spoken words, English 1605 different tokens at a total word count of 36789 spoken words and French 2070 tokens at a word count of 29019 spoken words. 
Counting words per turn, the German turns were the shortest with approximately seven words per turn on average. Italian, English and French speakers produced approximately twelve words per turn on average. 

Words-per-vocabulary is to be read as: how many words have been spoken on average before a new token was introduced. Counting the word-per-vocabulary rate shows the highest number of newly introduced tokens for German (every ninth word a newly introduced token), French and Italian speakers are about equal (Italian 14.02, French 15.4), while for the English contributions, every twenty-third word was a new token. The compounding possibilities of German might be a reason for the higher vocabulary increase.

Looking at the rates between native speakers of English and German functioning as clients and the Italian agent speaking German as a non-native speaker, produces the following results for the NESPOLE! transcriptions (see figure 6):
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Figure 6: average numbers for turns per dialogue, words per turn and words per vocabulary for clients and agents for the German and English dialogues
Turns by dialogue are nearly the same between agent and client. Words spoken during a turn differ between the agent of the English dialogues and the English client, while for the German dialogues both sides show nearly the same number of words per turn. The clients of both sites have more different vocabulary than the agents, specifically for the English dialogues, where the rate is nearly double that of the client than for the agent. This might be due to the fact that the agent is a non-native speaker and also that the agent repeats information regarding tourist issues which are partly read from a web page. 

6. Problems

The main problems that arose during data collection and annotation were due to the original idea that data collection were to be conducted in a decentralized fashion, with each site taking care of its own data in a fairly independent way from the other site. Thus, detailed agreements as to common names, formats and procedures seemed unnecessary, and each site was left free to rely on its already established data collection procedures and conventions. However, in the course of the data collection, we discovered that a greater degree of coordination among the sites would have been extremely useful. Consistent naming convention system turned out to be nedded to facilitate data sharing among organizations, archiving, and to conduct multilingual experiments involving data from different partner languages. The decision was then taken to develop tools to convert the transcriptions of the data already collected into a common standard, a task we are currently accomplishing.

The following list summarizes still pending problems that must be taken into account in case of additional data collections, archiving of the NESPOLE! Data, or comparisons among data from different sites.

· During the first recordings, the client side had to record the agent and the agent side the client. Unfortunately, some of these recordings could not be synchronized nor aligned within one stereo file. Later recordings were done in stereo modality, having both channels within one stereo file. The file names of the first recordings are completely different so that it was nearly impossible to find the matching dialogue channels (one side had speaker names, the other recording numbers; dates were missing, file sizes changed because every site was starting the recordings at different times and so on).

· There are audio files with different sampling frequencies, such as high quality recordings of 44 kHz down-sampled to 16 kHz, 22 kHz recordings and even 8 kHz recordings. Time stamps were also made for different sampling frequencies. This is a problem as long as they are at sample points because sample points refer to the sampling frequency. For the purposes of speech recognition, it would be preferable to have all signal files in 16 kHz. The proposal is to have all recordings consistently done at 22 kHz because of the better quality, and then down-sample them to 16 kHz for the sake of speech recognition. Adapting the marker file sample points is no problem and can be easily done by a small conversion script.

· The H323 transfer line is often of very low quality. The corresponding transcriptions have the same low quality, for obvious reasons.

· Data transmission introduces delays. Thus, when the client wanted to interrupt the agent, there was about 1s during which the agent kept on speaking. This sometimes resulted in strange dialogues, where client and agent don’t know whose the turn is.

· At the moment, the transcriptions are compatible only at the word level. As to turn segmentation, it is not even clear if the understanding of the definition of a dialogue turn was the same at each site.  This is a problem that might have a bearing on data annotation (with IF). Either we do not mention it, or we detail it, by saying, e.g., what kind of effect it could have on what, whether it is irrelevant for the purposes of the projects, what kind of actions we are going to take to face consequences, etc.
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Appendix A (detailed scenarios and user instructions)

These five scenarios were chosen according to already C-star collected data and according to APT preferences. When multiple choices in parenthesis are presented, the client chooses one of the proposed alternatives (it is only to make telephone calls a bit different).
