Use Software License Agreement between

Language Technologies Institute of Carnegie Mellon

University and the LICENSEE
This Agreement is made by and between the Language Technologies Institute of Carnegie Mellon University (hereinafter referred to as LTI and CMU” respectively), a nonprofit Pennsylvania Corporation located at 5000 Forbes Avenue; Pittsburgh, PA.  15213 and  ____________________________________

“LTI software” shall mean:  the Translation Elicitation Interface Tool and Elicitation Corpus 
software developed by CMU personnel at the CMT not subject to external proprietary rights otherwise granted to other corporations or institutions.

WHEREAS CMU has established the Language Technologies Institute (LTI) to undertake advanced research and development in machine translation systems, expert systems, knowledge representation tools, text mining, information retrieval, speech recognition and text scanning and summarization technology;

WHEREAS,  for the purposes of furthering higher education and research, CMU’s LTI agrees to provide the LICENSEE with a free license to the aforementioned advanced research development technology and software for academic, research and non-commercial purposes only:

NOW THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE FOREGOING AND THE MUTUAL PROMISES AND COVENANTS SET FORTH HEREIN AND WITH THE INTENTION OF BEING LEGALLY BOUND UNDER THE LAWS OF THE COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA, THE PARTIES MUTUALLY AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1. CMU hereby grants LICENSEE a non-exclusive royalty-free license to the LTI Software.

2. This license gives LICENSEE the right to: (i) install and use the Software in connection with any computer system operated by the LICENSEE at the LICENSEE’s own premises.

3. CMU retains sole ownership of all material developed (including the Software and documentation).  The LICENSEE acquires no ownership rights or sub-licensing rights.  Under no circumstances shall the LISENSEE transfer the Software to any external parties (commercial, government, private or educational).

4. The LICENSEE shall not disclose in any form the delivered LTI Software to third parties without prior written authorization from CMU.  If LICENSEE receives a request to furnish all or a portion of the LTI Software to any third party, it will refer such a request to CMU.

5. LICENSEE may make a reasonable number of copies of the LTI Software for the purposes of backup, maintenance of  the LTI Software, and the development of derivative works based on the LTI Software.  These additional copies will also be controlled by this license, and will be destroyed by LICENSEE upon termination of the license.

6. The LICENSEE shall receive prior approval from the Language Technologies Institute of CMU to make any modifications to the aforementioned software.  The LTI will have a non-exclusive right to the derivative works, modifications and enhancements made on the LTI Software by the LICENSEE.

7. LICENSEE shall provide LTI with any information reasonably requested by LTI form time to time related to the activities of the LTI Software.

Term and Termination
The term of this agreement shall be one (1) year form the date of signing this agreement, automatically renewable at the end of the year, unless CMU informs them otherwise with a thirty-day (30) notice.  Upon expiration of this license, all materials delivered to LICENSEE shall be destroyed by LICENSEE unless otherwise directed by LTI.  LICENSEE shall not at any time during the term of this Agreement voluntarily assign its rights, duties or interests hereunder in whole or in part to a third party.

This agreement may be terminated by either party upon a thirty-day (30) written notice to the other party.  At the end of the thirty-day notification period, all obligations hereunder will be complete and no further liabilities will accrue to either party.

Warranties
Any information, materials or services furnished by CMU pursuant to this Agreement are on an “as is” basis.  CMU makes no warranties of any kind, either expressed or implied as to any matter including, but not limited to, warranty of fitness of purpose, or merchantability, or results obtained from LICENSEE’s use of the LTI technology, nor shall either party hereto be liable to the other for indirect, special, or consequential damages such as loss of profits or inability to use the LTI technology or any applications and derivations thereof.  CMU will not provide any maintenance of the LTI Software or consultation.

LICENSEE indemnifies and saves CMU harmless against all liabilities, attorney fees and costs in defending against third-party claims or threats of claims against CMU arising from LICENSEE’s use of LTI technology.

If the LTI software is used by LICENSEE to obtain a result, and that result is published in public literature, then LICENSEE shall acknowledge the use of the LTI Software in an appropriate citation.  The citation shall include the name of the product (“---“), the source (“Language Technologies Institute at CMU”) copyrighted © 2001 by LTI at CMU.

Severability
CMU retains the right to cancel this agreement in case of any violation of the provisions agreed upon in this contract.

Disputes
Any disputes arising out of or relating to this Agreement will be settled by arbitration in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, in accordance with the Rules of the American Arbitration Association and judgment upon the award rendered by the arbiter(s) may be entered in any court having jurisdiction.

This Agreement is considered to establish a binding relationship between LTI and LICENSEE when it is signed by the authorized representative of the LICENSEE institution.
