We’ll have drinks, hors d’ouevres, salad, choice of lamb, chicken, shrimp or vegetarian dinner, dessert, coffee or tea. Perhaps we’ll be surprised after dinner by Willis Tompkins and his magic tricks!

When you have free evenings Tuesday, Wednesday, and Friday, consider inviting some of your colleagues to join you on a walk along the lakeshore path to Memorial Union Terrace. Enjoy a drink or snack while watching the sailboats on Lake Mendota or listening to the music (Wednesday open mike 8 to 11, Thursday 9:30-12 band, Friday 9:30-12 band). Frances, Italian) and many others. University Book Store at State and Lake sells a variety of UW logo items as well as academic supplies and more. University Theatre Box office is at 821 State Street East side. Wisconsin Chamber Orchestra has a free concert Wednesday at 7 (picnic on the capital lawn).

During the afternoon you can sightsee without entrance fees at the Geology Museum 1215 W. Dayton St. until 4:30 p.m. (dinosaurs) Elvehjem Art Museum 800 University Avenue until 5 p.m., and on the square the Historical Museum (American Indians), Veterans Museum, and State Capital Tours (last at 4). The zoo is south on Lake Wingra. Perhaps you’d enjoy renting a bicycle at Budget Bicycle Center 1230 Regent Street. Rent a canoe at Memorial Union.

A free local phone is in the Cheney room 1413 next to room 1800 (dial 9 + local number). Pay phones for 50 cents are in the east lobby. Across Engineering Drive you can use the computers at the Computer-Aided Engineering Center (username = visitor, password = guest2ece or ntguest). Across Randall Street is Union South, where you can get fast food, use the ATM and take the free campus L bus to Memorial Union and Picnic Point.
