- She gets an invite at her house, dropped off at doorstep, to open mic night.  Apparently there is going to be a robot there singing.  Val needs to go there to check out the competition. (TARA)

	“Underwood Roborights” (2-2)

Val confronts Paige on why she’s been not talking about the wedding.  Paige is uncomfortable with robots getting married.  They get in a fight.  (MATT)

Val goes to open mic night.  She hears a robot sing “Don’t Rain on My Parade” and at the end, Crumbs says, “This was dedicated to my mother.” Val turns to audience and says, “Can you believe it?  I have a daughter.” (*Won’t answer any other questions about her daughter right now.) (TARA)

Val hasn’t done anything with daughter.  She hasn’t told Cal about it, because she doesn’t want to mess things up.  She needs to keep this a secret.  Doesn’t want anything to do with Crumbs.

(2-14)

Val and Cal make up somehow. (KEVIN)
	
	“Has Meeting with Daughter” (2-16)
Has meeting with her daughter.  Decides that even if all these people are doing bad things to her, she doesn’t want to do that to her daughter.

-Has meeting with her daughter.  

-Crumbs is about 16 in mentality.  Crumbs’s father died (the toaster, they unplugged him, or he burned out etc), and she’s now been searching for her mom.  Her father showed her pix of Val and talked about her, so she figured her mom was Val; she wants a mother-figure.  All her life, she thought she was a toaster, but just a really bad one, because she couldn’t make toast.  She had slots, but always wanted to stick disks in there, not bread.  Now she finds out where she came from. (burning CDs joke.  “I used to burn CDs.  Literally.” etc) (TARA)

	“Val learns no daughter”

(3-23)
Val finds out that Crumbs is not her “robotical daughter”, but she has become her daughter now anyway.  She has easy out to reconcile with family, by saying, “she’s not really my daughter,”  but she chooses to stay true to the closest thing to family she’s ever had (or something). (TARA)
