a) Exercises 4.2, pg. 159, Numbers 10 and 12.

b) Exercises 4.3, pg 165, Numbers 4 and 6.  

c) Exercises 4.4, pg 178-180, Number 2, 6, and 8 (for 4a and 4c only).

Number 2. This exercise is asking you to write a conditional statement that
   1) At the top level checks if and integer is positive or negative or 0
   2) Inside the positive part, test if it is even or odd.
        An even number is divisible by 2 with no remainder. Use your integer division operators 
        (DIV and MOD) for that.

Number 8 is asking you to write a minimal set of test data for Exercise 4a and 4c.
What is a minimal test set? It is a set of data that tests each branch of your program. 

In this case, you need to come up with data that tests each branch of the conditional statements in 4a and 4c.  Testing each branch means making sure that you execute the content of each THEN and ELSE clause. 
d) Exercises 4.5, pg. 188, Numbers 8 and 9.  For 9 you don’t need to write a complete program, just show what the CASE statement would look like assuming all variables and constants were properly declared and input correctly obtained from the user.  You need to keep track of three types of information:

a. Package or letter

b. Weight category (4 of them)

c. Class for sending (4 of them)
