Write a program that reads a file called ‘TextIn.txt’ containing any text (made up of different kinds of characters such as digits, letters, punctuation symbols). It writes out a file named ‘TextOut.txt’ of the same length and with the same line breaks (eoln) such that:

a. When the input contained a digit (‘0’.. ‘9’), it writes a ‘D’

b. When the input contained a capital letter, it writes an ‘L’

c. When the input contained a lower case letter (‘a’ .. ‘z’), it writes an ‘l’

d. When the input contained a space, it writes a space

e. When the input contained any other character it writes a ‘.’;

The program should keep track of how many of each kind of character and, at the end, print out the statistics it has accumulated, including the total number of characters it read and wrote.  Try it on a file containing the following text:


One 1 two 2 three 3 and four 4,

five is 5, six is 6, and finally

seven is SEVEN (7).
